Simple Tenses

The simple present tense

The simple present is the base form of the verb.
The simple present is often used:
1-To refer to habit as:
He goes to school every day.
2-To refer to a future action as:
Ali comes next week.
3-To refer to facts :as
A year has twelve months.
It is most important to note the following:
e The verb in the present tense requires “ S”
a- With the pronouns ( he ,she , it)
b- With any singular nouns as: ( Sam, Suha....)
e When the verb ends in ““ ch ,sh,ss,x, o “,then the third person singular takes
(es) as:

He catches , She does.

e When the verb ends in “y” preceded by a consonant , we generally turn the
“y” into “I” and add “‘es” as:
He carries , She tries.
e When the verb ends in “y” preceded by a vowel letter we add *“s” as:
He enjoys , She plays .
e Remember, the simple present is used with:
(always, every ,often ,usually...... )

To make the negative form, you need to use *do not' (don't) or * does not'

(doesn't).

Negative (of 'play’)

| do not play | don't play

you do not play you don't play
he does not play he doesn't play
she does not play she doesn't play
it does not play it doesn't play
we do not play we don't play
they do not play they don't play
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For example:
Positive : Ahmed eats ice-cream every day.

Negative: Ahmed does not eat ice-cream every day.

The simple past tense

The simple past is a verb tense that is formed by adding ed to the base form as:

The simple past is used:
1-To refer to an action that took place in the past as:
He visited her yesterday
2- To refer to a habit in the past as

Remember, the simple past is used with:
(ago, last night, yesterday...... )
To make negative sentences in the simple past we use the auxiliary ‘did

not’ / ‘didn’t’ and the base form of the verb.
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The past simple of both regular and irregular verbs in their negative form has
this structure:

Subject + did + not + v (infinitive)...

Did is the past form of the verb do.

For example:

Positive : | played football yesterday.
Negative: I didn’t play football yesterday.

The simple future tense

The simple future is a verb tense which is used to show that an action will
take place at a specific time in the future.

Forming the simple future

1-The simple future tense is composed of two parts: will / shall + verb
(infinitive).

He will travel tomorrow.

2- The future with "going to" is used to express events you have already
planned in the future as: to be + going to + verb(infinitive).

We are going to make the presentation next week.

It is most important to note the following:

e We use “shall “with the first singular and plural as:(I, we).
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e We use “ will “ with all other persons singular and plural as: ( they, it, she,
he).

e Remember, the simple future is used with: (tomorrow, next week ....).
To make the simple future negative:
1- The formula is ( will + not + v (infinitive)
2-The formula is ( am/is/are + not + going to + v (infinitive)
For example:
Positive : It will rain tomorrow.

Negative: It will not rain tomorrow.

Positive : He is going to play handball.

Negative: He is not going to play handball.
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
