Subtitles:

The subtitle is used in cases that need many details, and in cases that need more details, the subtitle is used with a serial number starting from one.

Materials and Methods
Provide sufficient details to enable the experiments to be reproduced.  Metric and standard international units should be used in this section and throughout the manuscript. Specify the computer software used for mathematical and statistical analysis and define the terms, abbreviations, and symbols applied.

In a case that the manuscript contains analyses using devices or instruments, the author must be clearly write down the type of device, the laboratory location, and the date of the analysis, with an official endorsement by the department or authority in which the experiments were completed.
Results
Present the results and their significance clearly. Graphs and tables should be self-explanatory. Do not repeat in figures or in the text the data presented in tables. Tables and figures should be numbered in the order of their mention in the text.

Discussion
Deals with critical review and interpretations of the results, and supported by relevant updated references. Repetition of data should be avoided. It should end with brief conclusions. In Short Communications, Results and Discussion may be combined.

Conclusion
This section should highlight the major, firm discoveries, and state what the added value of the main finding is, without literature references.
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
