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ABSTRACT

Introduction and Background of the study: Despite advances in
pharmacological treatment and early vaccine development, reducing transmission
of the virus with the use of facemasks (referring to medical or surgical masks,
face shield) by nurses and the public alike remains a hotly debated topic due to
politicization.

Objectives: to determine the Personal Protective Equipment that are used and to
find out the relationship between the nurses’ knowledge and perception with their
demographical data.

Materials and Method: A descriptive cross-sectional study of Nurses in Mosul
City Hospitals. The number of nurses is 200. A papered questionnaire was used
consists of questions related to knowledge and perception of the nurses around
personal protective equipment against Corona virus.

Results: it shows half of the samples were females, while the educational level
was mostly deploma certified nurses, all this demographic information were
collected in major four hospitals of Mosul city with even number of samples
taken, there is a significant relationship between the nurses' perception and their
gender but in contrast there is no correlation between their knowledge and the
gender as well as hospitals in addition. The study finds the most of Nurses have a
good knowledge about Personal Protective Equipment but the shocking disparity
was in the percentage of use a tool without another.

Conclusions: There is significant relationship between nurses’ perception with
their demographical data, while there is no significant relationship between
nurses’ knowledge with their demographical data except with educational level.
Recommendations: provision of educational courses and sessions to increase the

knowledge of the nursing staff about Personal Protective Equipment.
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
