Abstract
Background :- Safe cord care practices in new-borns reduce neonatal

infections and deaths.

Obijectives of the study:- To Identifying knowledge of mother’s about

umbilical cord care in Mosul city.

Method:- A cross-sectional study was conducted in four primary health
care centers(PHC) in Mosul city during 6 months period from (1
December 2021 to 10 May 2022). The study sample consists of (200)
mothers who attended (PHC) centers for immunization of children. The
questionnaire data filled by the researchers in a direct interview with
consent mothers and consisted the socio-demographic characteristics of the
mother, and knowledge of mothers about umbilical cord care and sources

of information. The total scores of knowledge level: poor knowledge

(0-7), Acceptance knowledge (8-14), and Good knowledge (15-21).
Statistical processing was conducted by the use of version 24 SPSS

statistical package.

Results :- The study results show that 69.3% of the respondents had
Acceptance knowledge, 18% had poor knowledge, and 13% of mothers
had good knowledge. And there is a significant association found between

level of knowledge and education level of mothers .

Conclusions:- The results were confirmed that there is significant

relationship between the educational level of mothers and level of

knowledge.
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
