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Abstract

Background :- Spread of infection in hospitals and health institutions is a
serious challenge, which will adversely affect the safety of patients and

health care workers.

Objectives The study aims to assess nurse’s knowledge concerning
infection control in dialysis units, and to identifying the relationship

between nurse’s knowledge and their demographic characteristics.

Methods :- A descriptive study was started from 15" of December, 2021
to 16" of May, 2022. A Purposive “non- probability” sample consisting
of (64) nurses was selected from( Ibn-Sina Teaching Hospital, and
General Mosul hospital). The data were collected through constructed
questionnaire, which comprised of (20) items. Data were entered into and
exported to analysis in (SPSS version 23). Descriptive analysis was

performed and frequencies and percentages were reported.

Results:- The majority (57.8%) of the sample respondents their age
between (20-29) years old . In relation to gender, most of them (64.1%)
were males, and more half of them were from institutional graduate. As
regard to their experience in the dialysis unit more than half of them
(54.7%) had (1-5) years, and (81.2%) of the samples were not

participated in any training courses regarding dialysis.

Conclusions:- The results demonstrated that the two third of the samples
had a poor knowledge level, and quarter of nurses had good knowledge

regarding infection control in dialysis units.



Recommendations:- The study recommended that there is an urgent

need to establish training courses regarding infection control among the
nurses, so as to improve the knowledge. Furthermore, the importance of

using mass media and the health service personnel to promote infection

control strategies.
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
