Abstract
Background: Vital signs are an objective measurement of the essential
physiological functions of a living organism. They have the name "vital" as
their measurement and assessment is the critical first step for any clinical
evaluation.
Materials and Method: A descriptive study is designed to students’
knowledge about vital signs. Started from (15th of December, 2021) .The
study was conducted in College of Nursing / University of Mosul. The
sample of the study consists of 200 undergraduate students. This sample is
chosen purposively. The questionnaire consists of two parts. Data are
prepared, organized and statistical processing was conducted by the use of
SPSS.
Results: Show that (24.5%) of nursing students have poor knowledge and
(54.5%) of them have average knowledge ,and (21.0%) have good
knowledge and there are no statistically significant relationship
between socio-demographical characteristics of the nursing students and
knowledge at P. value < 0.05.
Conclusions: The study concluded that assessment of nursing students'
knowledge about vital signs in general is acceptable, this is due to e-
learning for two years, which came due to the Corona virus, which led to

weak education and reduced the level of intelligence among students.
Recommendations: It can be recommended to implement student-centered
active learning and teaching methods and approaches in the current nursing
curricula, to increase interactions between teachers and students, to create an
effective learning environment that gives priority to students' demands and
preferences, problem solving, decision making, leadership, communication,
assertiveness, and autonomy by providing them with opportunities to

practice more and to gain more experience.
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
